e Strategy: assessing the environment, setting the direction, implementing and evaluating
strategy

2. Academic Communication Skills which focus on fluency and confidence when speaking in
English, with particular regard for:

e seminar skills to help prepare for an end-of-course assessed seminar on:

1. The consequences of the low oil prices™
2.Greece, austerity and debt restructuring™
3. Acculturation of host country workplace practices: when in Rome do as the Romans do?*

e presentation skills to help prepare for an end-of-course group presentation oriented towards
corporations and finance

3. Issues in Culture and Society to broaden cultural horizons and raising international awareness
through:

e presentation and discussions of a range of issues
e preparation for/feedback on trips to places of cultural/historic interest
What is the final evaluation based on?
